Our Savior Jesus Christ has destroyed death and brings life and immortality to light through the Gospel. Let us remember with thanksgiving what God has done for and through Roland.
Roland was born January 23, 1934, in Pleasanton, Nebraska, to Henry and Esther (Smallcomb) Trampe.  He attended rural school in Buffalo County and graduated from Kearney High School with the class of 1951. 
Roland received the gifts of faith, forgiveness, and eternal life through the Sacrament of Holy Baptism, becoming a child of God, in 1934 at St. Paul’s in Riverdale. He publicly confessed his faith in Christ and was confirmed at Zion Lutheran, Kearney.  Roland continued to hear God’s Holy Word and receive the precious gift of the Lord's life-giving Body and Blood, which sustained him in the Christian faith.
